Andy Patros who joined the meeting remotely stated he feels the town should do a study to see
if we need another police officer and wants more things posted on the website regarding the Town
Board Meetings.

James Colegrove from 14 Holden Road commented on the petition he presented to the Board
regarding installation of a stop sign on Beckwith and Holden Roads.
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Mary DeSocio from 1598 Pennsylvania Avenue stated the drainage in front of her house is
blocked and she is having flooding into her house when it rains.

Grace Gee from 1205 Sherman Avenue commented on a violation that was sent to her house
regarding a trailer on her property.

Mary Davenport from 1157 Sherman Avenue commented on Cherry Lane Park, LLC.
